After a protracted battle with breast cancer, Angela Santina Tauriello was lifted
to eternal life, with her family by her side, on March 23, 2017 in Orlando,
Florida at the age of 66.

While we are heartbroken that she is no longer of this earth,
there is comfort in knowing that she is free of pain and at peace with our Lord
and Savior.

Angela is survived by her husband, Joseph, three children (Toni Ann, Joseph,
[ll, and Danielle), and their families: Matthew, Toni Ann, Anthony, Andrew, and
Aidan Meyer of Orlando, FL; Joseph, Amy, and Kaylin Tauriello of Winter Park,
FL; and Ben, Danielle, Bryanna, Natalia, and Weston Chapman of Oviedo, FL.
She is also survived by her sister, Rose DeVito, brother-in-law, Victor DeVito,
and numerous nieces, nephews, and cousins. She is preceded in death by
her parents and her brother, Frank Favale.
