He
also enjoyed his seasonal work with H&R Block and volunteering with
Seminole County on Election days. John was an avid conversationalist and
storyteller. He cherished spending time with his family, friends, and anyone
willing to listen to his humorous and sometimes quite long tales. 

 

Survived by his loving wife of 72 years, Cecile Mestan, John G. Mestan leaves
behind a legacy of love and devotion. He is also survived by his sister, Bessie
Shultz, residing in Canada. Additionally, he is survived by his children: Richard
Mestan, John Mestan (Kathy), and Michelle Schloot (Kevin).
