Sundarramu was studying at that place. Later she visited Hampi
with a colleague from USA to study mathematical formulae sculpted
on stone pillars there.

When it was time for leave for USA, | engaged a taxi and we left
home. As gas for cars was rationed during the late ‘80s, the taxi
driver drove in the opposite direction to find a petrol bunk to fill up
his car tank. This caused some delay, but not too much. | left her at
the airport and returned home at night. Next morning, Parthu rang
me up to tell me that Leela’s seat had been allocated to a wait listed
passenger ! After her protest, the airline’s accommodated her in the
next morning’s flight. Then | rushed to the airport and met her there.
She had slept on some table top, as possibly she was not aware
that the airlines are supposed to provide free accommodation for
such passengers.

The last time | met her was on the 22nd and the 23rd May 2014
during my son’s marriage there. She with Sheshadri helped us in
many to conduct the marriage properly ! This is just a gist of our
memories of Leela and thought of sharing with all family members.
